
Johnson & Johnson Statement on Sugarman Mistrial

Yet another jury has refused to issue a verdict that adopts the baseless claims of the mass tort plaintiffs’ 
bar. The Company has prevailed in 15 out of 16 of these types of talc cases tried to date, and for good 
reason.
